On Oct 1,1996the Air Force moved to a Corps structure - 10th Composite Air Corps was renamed Tactical Air

Corps and the two air defence divisions merged into Air Defence Corps,HQ Sofia. On June 1,2003 the

Command structure replaced the Corps.
